Lesson 29: The Annotation Editor

In this lesson you will learn how to use the Annotation Editor of SYNOPSYS. With this tool you can add many kinds of
symbols and text to a graphics drawing. Get out the lens saved as 1.RLE, and make a drawing.
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Let’s add a warning message on the drawing. Click the Annotate button I‘E"hl on the Graphics Window toolbar. The
Annotation editor toolbar opens up. Click the leftmost button
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and then click in the drawing above element 3. Enter the text shown below, select size 14, and click OK.
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Now the text shows up on your drawing.
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We're not quite done. Click on the arrow button.
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And then click below the text line and drag down to element 3. You have added an arrow.
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Now click the red box on the toolbar and draw another arrow pointing at the last element, and add some more text

there.
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Now click the red box again (to turn it off), and click the leftmost hashmark button
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Click several times in the area showing element 2.
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Try the right hashmark button and add the marks to element 3. If you hold down the <Ctrl> button when you click the
element, the hash marks are smaller, which would be appropriate for smaller elements.
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You can probably figure out how to use the ling, circle, and rectangle buttons. Give them a try. Those all let you drag in
the drawing to set the size and position of the annotation. What if you change your mind? Simple: click on the Edit
button.

All of the annotation you have added grows an edit handle. Click on one and it turns black. You can then press the
<Delete> key to remove it — or drag it to a different location. All of this is pretty simple. Now we’ll get more advanced.
Make a MACro as follows, run it, and then open the MPL dialog and enter the data below.
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The program has made a tolerance budget for the lens, and the ELD command makes a drawing for element 3.



Click the ELD button. The drawing shows up, complete with the tolerances for that element produced by BTOL. That is
the function of the USE BTOL command.
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All of the tolerances are added by the program as annotation rather than graphics text. So if you want to change or
customize anything, you can do it with the Edit button.

Here’s a nice trick: We often want to add a comment or note to every element drawing. Here’s how you can type it
only once. There are 9 annotation strings that you can define with a command. We will define the first one (note the
guotation marks; the program needs to know that those characters are not commands):

AS1 “GET MELT DATA FOR ALL ELEMENTS”

Now, open the Annotation text editor, click in the drawing, and then click the AS1 button ——. Your string pops up in
the text window. Click OK and it’s on the drawing.
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Here’s another nice trick. Sometimes you would like to record the MACro that produced a particular drawing. Make a
MACro as follows:

PER 20 30 2 1 99
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PUP 2 1 20

TRA P 1 0 20
END

Select the text and press <Ctrl>+C to put a copy on the clipboard. Now run the MACro, and when the picture shows up,
open the Annotation Editor, select Text, and click in an empty space. Now paste the clipboard into the edit pane, with
<Ctrl>+V, select size 14 and click OK.

If you save your picture (with the Save button El), the annotation is saved too. Once you have saved a picture, you can
easily copy the annotation and put it on a new picture. Just make the new picture, and then, in the Annotation Editor,

click the Fetch button |EI Then select the file you wish to copy. All the annotation comes back. That button erases

any annotation that was previously there, but if you want to add to what was there before, use the Copy button @
instead.
